The webinar is specifically to discuss the issues raised in our Burial and Cremation Consultation Paper, which include:
1. grave reuse and reclamation; 
1. closed burial grounds
1. regulation of burial grounds and exclusive burial and memorial rights; 
1. exhumation and disused burial grounds; 
1. cremation law. 

The webinar will not address issues relating to the other two strands of the Commission’s Burial, Cremation and New Funerary Methods project, namely new funerary methods (like alkaline hydrolysis and human composting); or the rights and obligations that can attach to a deceased human body, including who should make decisions about funerals and funerary methods. These matters will be the subject of forthcoming consultations.
